In today’s class we will practice superlatives (yesterday we covered comparatives). 

Your first task is to open your activity books, page 75, and do task 1. You need to fill in the text with the words from the purple box in order to get a completed text about the Vatican City. 

*note: head can also mean poglavar (as in head of state), not only glava

Once you’re all done, we’ll move to task 2. You need to choose one of the three options and write sentences using superlatives. Follow the example written in purple: a car, a bike, a plane (fast) → A plane is the fastest.
